Models of the Solar System
The sixth grade students will fill out a survey about the Solar System in which they will write down all the information they remember about the Solar System.  This survey has different options like multiple choice, fill in the blanks, true and false and listing and this will give the students a variety of ways to measure their knowledge.
Later, the sixth grade students and the English teacher will discuss about some facts about the Solar System.
The sixth grade students will watch two videos about the Solar System and some facts about it.  

Then, the English teacher will make a presentation about the Solar System in which the sixth grade students will learn more about this interesting topic.

Once they have watched the video the sixth grade students will make a mind map about the Solar System in which they have to write relevant information about it.

Then, the sixth grade students will copy a lesson about the Solar System in which they will find out the answers to the questions of the survey that they have completed previously.
The sixth grade students will complete three class works which help them to deepen their knowledge about the Solar System these class works will be filled out individually.

The sixth grade students will create a brochure about the Solar System. For our project five groups of five students will search information about the Solar System and they will create a brochure in a computer by using publisher software.  They have to include the sun and the planets; besides, they have to add pictures about each planets as well as relevant information about each planet.  The students have to use all their creativity by doing it.  Each group has to handle it to its classmates.

The sixth grade students will make a Solar System model. For our project, five groups of five students will take their knowledge of our solar system and create a 3-dimensional model of it. The planets should be in the correct order and be relatively proportioned to each other (example: Mars should not be bigger than Jupiter). The sun should be included as part of the solar system. All planets should be clearly labeled in some way. This is a project meant to not only see how students view the solar system, but to also showcase their creativity. Students are encouraged to use color and to get creative while learning. Each group will have to present their project to the class, so they should come prepared to discuss how their 3-D solar system model was created and be able to discuss a little about each planet.

	The sixth grade students should know how to read and write in English; besides, they should manage vocabulary about the Solar System; finally, they should be able to recognize the planets that make up the Solar System.


	Procedimientos

	The sixth grade students will fill out a survey in which they will answer only those questions that they know the answer.  The, they will watch a video about the Solar System that will help them improve their knowledge about the Solar System; besides, they will practice listening and reading.  Next, they will see a PPT about the Solar System in which they will learn more about the Solar System.  Moreover, they will copy a lesson about it. Throughout different class works they will continue sharpening their knowledge about the Solar System.  Finally, they will show their knowledge about the Solar System by creating and presenting their models and brochures of the Solar System.
